PAY direct transfer. (International entrants must use online credit card transaction)

LIVE RIDER LISTS will be shown online & update daily from the entry detail input by
the entrants. Any corrections must be supplied to the entry admin prior to entry
close. Changes after entry close will result in a $50 change fee.

FINAL entry lists will be sorted by CLUB and will supplied to the Club Team
Managers to organise the collection & distribution of race plates at the event.
International entries to be collected by riders at noted registration times.
