The selection is open to all riders who will be 11 years old (actual age) on the
20th October 2018.

RACE FORMAT - MIGHTY 11’s:
Gender Split:  Separate Male & Female trial will be held
All Riders: 4 qualifying motos. Each rider’s 3 lowest moto points will be added, then;
8 or less riders: Points added to 5th (final) moto to determine top 4 placings.
9-24riders:  Top 8riders to 1 final, points added to ‘3 best moto’ points.
25 +riders: Top 16 riders race semi finals, points added to ‘3 best moto’ points

Top 8 riders to final, points added to previous points.

BMX New Zealand moto mix for all qualifying motos. Semi finals will be seeded snake
method per best 3 moto points. Lane draw selection (rule 1.026) will be utilised for semi
finals and finals.
